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Required Workstation Security Settings for BiblioTECH
Prerequisite

Microsoft Network Client must be loaded on workstation that will run any Bibliotech module other than Web Search

Workstation Network Access

Any workstation that you want BiblioTECH installed on must have a network connection to the server and must have access rights to the server

The UserID used during installation must have read/create/write and delete access to the \\server\bt$ structures and must have local administrator rights to the workstation.  

Security Issues

Administrator Password: If you are using NT4.0 then you must have the administrator password for installation to proceed.

General: Any user, whom you want to use BiblioTECH on a workstation (other than a Search terminal) must have adequate user rights to the server and on the workstation. The UserID used when running BiblioTECH must be able to:

1. read/create/write to directories under \\server\bt$ 

2. read/create/write to directories on the local C:\ drive

3. be able to read/update and create entries in the system Registry

4. have rights to set local time 

5. be able to run a DOS box.

User profile restrictions: If you use user profile executable restrictions, the files that need to be able to execute on the workstations are:

1. Search: LAUNCHER.EXE, WSSETUP.EXE, BTSEARCH.EXE

2. Circulation: LAUNCHER.EXE, WSSETUP.EXE, CIRC32.EXE

3. Materials: LAUNCHER.EXE, WSSETUP.EXE, BOOKS32.EXE

4. Patrons: LAUNCHER.EXE, WSSETUP.EXE, PATR32.EXE

5. Utilities: LAUNCHER.EXE, WSSETUP.EXE, UTIL32.EXE

6. Reports: LAUNCHER.EXE, WSSETUP.EXE, REPORT32.EXE

7. Manual: LAUNCHER.EXE, WSSETUP.EXE, ACRO
